“intinction” only. No one sips from the common cup. If you wish to receive the wine, after the
clergy places the bread in your hand, just hold it out for the chalice bearer, who will dip it in the
wine and placeit on your tongue. If you do not wish to receive the wine, simply consume the bread
and cross your arms over your chest until the chalice bearer passes by, then return to your seat.

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THISMORNING’SMUSIC

LikeWatts “Jesusshall reign,” James Montgomery’s*Hail to the Lord’ sanointed” isafree
paraphrase of Psalm 72, but it keeps closer to the biblical text. It wasintroduced to the South Seas
by aMoravian missionary, after having first been sung at Christmas, 1821, at aMoravian settlement
in England. Therighteousreign of the Lord offersaid to the poor and oppressed, and brings peace
and prosperity to the nation. It endswith avision of auniversal and eterna reign’ —‘Hisname shall
stand forever.” That nameis “Love’ — a theme which Montgomery probably borrowed from the
Wesleys, whom he admired.

Sir Frederick Arthur Gore Ouseley (1825-1889) was an English composer, organist and
musi cologist bornin London. He was professor of music at Oxford from 1855 to 1889 and in 1856
he becamevicar of St. Michael’ s College on the outskirts of Tenbury Wells. “From therising of the
sun” isone of hisfew works still in the repertory, but it is a staple of the Cathedral repertory.

While one of her childrenwasill with typhoid fever, Mrs. Mary Ann Thomson (1834-1923)
started writing “O Zion, haste, thy mission high fulfilling” with a tune in mind — but she wasn’t
satisfied with the chorus and didn’t finish the hymn until three years later. Born in London, she
married the librarian of the Free Library in Philadel phia, writing much religious poetry. Thetheme
iIs“missions,” with acall to “publish the glad tidings” to the world. (from Hymn Notes by Austin
